Presentation and Session Descriptions:

THURSDAY
Blue Ribbon Panel: Dr. Dwight Watson, Dean of the College of Education at UNI will present sweeping recommendations from the Blue Ribbon Panel on Clinical Preparation and Partnerships for Improved Student Learning, convened by the National Council for Accreditation of Teacher Education (NCATE) to improve student learning.  This national expert panel composed of education experts and critics calls for teacher education to be "turned upside down" by revamping programs to place clinical practice at the center of teacher preparation. This new vision of preparation also will require the development of partnerships with school districts in which teacher education becomes a shared responsibility between P-12 schools and higher education.

Alternative Licensure: Dr. Susan Lagos Lavenz of the University of Iowa, Dr. Merrie Schroeder of UNI, Dr. Hina Patel, of ISU, Dr. Peter Hathaway of Morningside College, Dr. Chris Jones of Maharishi University, and Del Shepard of Kaplan University will share with members an update and lessons learned regarding alternative licensure programs in Iowa.  Learn how programs ensure quality training of graduates while producing effective teachers, and acknowledge the role alternative licensure plays in Iowa alongside traditional teacher preparation.


FRIDAY
Keynote Address:  Dr. Andrea Whittaker, Director of Teacher Performance Assessment at Stanford University & President-Elect at the California Council on Teacher Education will address national trends, perspectives, and research on teacher performance assessments. Q & A period will conclude this session.

Breakout Sessions:
· TQP – An opportunity to learn more about the State TQP partnership focused on increasing student achievement at the P-12 level by enhancing the quality of teachers both pre-service and practicing. One of the hopes for the TQP is to aid new teachers from pre-service through their induction, rather than leaving new teachers alone during their first years in the field, which are the most impressionable on their career. Supporting students as they transition into teaching is what makes this grant unique.  Led by Dr. Nadene Davidson of UNI.  
· Community College Connection – An opportunity for community college representatives to meet and discuss upcoming needs, issues, and planning for teacher preparation.  This is also an opportunity for 4-year programs to network with community college representatives.  Led by Jean McMenimen of Kirkwood Community College.
· Accreditation Considerations (TEAC/NCATE/CAEP) – An opportunity for accredited programs to further discuss the TEAC and NCATE merger to CAEP, as well as, implications for Chapter 79 review.  Led by Joen Rottler of Ashford University.

DoE Update: Dr. Kris Crabtree-Groff will present updates from the Department of Education as they relate to teacher preparation programs.

BOEE Update: Geri McMahon will present updates from the Board of Educational Examiners as they relate to teacher preparation programs.
